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ON-THE-JOB TRAINING: 

Approximately 6,000 hours of on-the-job training are required for completion of Bricklayer and Masonry 

Restoration apprenticeship. 

Bricklayer and masonry restoration apprentices will learn to construct and remodel many types of struc-
tures, including: houses, commercial buildings, bridges, churches and factories.  They lay building materials 
such as brick, structural tile, and concrete, cinder, glass, gypsum and terra cotta block to construct or repair 

walls, partitions, arches, sewers and other structures. 

Bricklayer and masonry restoration work is physically demanding and involves a great deal of standing, 
climbing, kneeling, lifting and squatting.  Working conditions will vary with each job.  Work will be both in-
doors and outdoors, and could include working above or below ground.  The location of the job site general-
ly changes multiple times during the year, so bricklayer and masonry restoration apprentices may need to 
travel or relocate to maintain employment.  They must also meet certain strength requirements, be agile, 

and have good hand-eye coordination. 

 

RELATED TRAINING: 

A minimum of 144 hours of classroom training is required each year to complete the program.  Classes are 

held at Northwest College of Construction in Portland, OR.  

 

WAGE SCHEDULE: 

Apprentice wages are based upon the average wage for journey workers employed by participating training 
employers. The journey worker wage as of June 1, 2023 us $39.50. Apprentices are paid a progressive per-

centage of that average journey wage as follows:
